We have four, fully
trained, Forest School practitioners who support the children’s learning and three trained bee keepers.
Unfortunately, our outdoor class is in desperate need of replacement. The roof is leaking and it just doesn’t
keep us warm and dry throughout the year.

We are fund-raising to secure £10,000 in total. We hope this
will pay for the cost of replacing the outdoor classroom with a
purpose-built enclosed classroom, the cost of the groundworks
and installation.
